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Supplies:
2 - “Bali Rain"” Indigo
2 - “Bali Rain” Red
1 - “Bali Rain” Amethyst
1 - “Splash” Green
1 - “Splash” Sun
Chalkboard Fabric:
9" square Paper backed fusible
Web Batting - 17" x 28"
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Finished size 16" x 27-1/2"

Chalkboard Fabric: Use of a pressing sheet is vecommended as this fabric gets very hot. This also needs to be treated
before use; taking a piece of chalk, rub the side all over the fabric, erase, and vepeat rubbing the chalk in the opposite direc-
tion.

From Indigo and Red, cut 2 pieces each measuring 14-1/2" x 16-1/2". With right sides together, sew a red unit to
an indigo unit along the 16-1/2" side. Press seams to one side. Place one unit on top of batting, using spray
adhesive. (This is the outside of the bag.)

From Amethyst, cut four 2" x 20" strips. Piece together to form handles measuring one continuous strip 80" long.
Press in 1/4" on both long edges, then fold in half and press. Mark 4-1/4" in along long edges of outside bag unit
(with batting). Place handles along this mark and stitch in place along both sides of handles.

From Sun (this will be the right pocket) and Green (this will be the left pocket), cut 1 piece each measuring
14-1/2" x 11-1/2" for pockets. Sew with right sides together along 11-1/2" edge. Hem top edge of pockets
(along the 28" edge).

Draw a 9" square on the paper side of fusible web; fuse this to the wrong side of the chalkboard fabric. Center the
chalkboard fabric to the right side of the right (Sun) pocket and fuse using a pressing sheet. Let cool; then satin
stitch around edges. Mark off 3 inch squares within the large square. Using a heavy white thread, stitch along
those lines, creating a tic-tac-toe board.

Note: when sewing smaller pockets for crayons, chalk, and pencils... sew a small pleat at each botrom corner to
create a little more room for the item.

From Amethyst, cut 2 “chalk” pockets 2" x 5". Fold in half (right sides together) to measure 2 x 2-1/2"; sew,

leaving an opening to turn. Turn right side out, press (be sure to press in the open edges), and sew one pocket on
each side of tic-tac-toe board.

From Sun, cut a “crayon box" pocket 8-1/2" x 6-1/2"; fold in half (right sides together) to measure 4-1/2" x 6-1/2";
sew, leaving an opening to turn.  Turn right sides out, press (be sure to press in the open edges)and sew to left
(Green) pocket.

From Indigo, cut a “pencil pocket" 2-1/2" x 10-1/2"; fold in half (right sides together) to measure 2-1/2" x 5-1/4";
sew, leaving an opening to turn. Turn right sides out, press (be sure to press in the open edges) and sew to left
(Green) pocket.

Place pocket unit on top of inner bag unir, stitch through center seam.

Place the units right sides together with handles within the sandwiched unit. Using a -1/4" seam, sew around
the bag, leaving an opening to turn. Turn right side out; hand stitch opening closed.

Fill with coloring books, drawing pads, crayons, pencils, chalk, and you're ready to go for a car ride!



Supplies: Leaves: 5 fat quarters of various fall colors
(2 brown, 1 orange-red, 1 vellow and 1 green)

Background: 1 far quarter tan
Border: 1 fat quarter brown
Binding: 1 fat quarter brown

Fusible web

Cut: Leaves: Trace approximately 28 leaves on paper side of fusible web.
6 leaves per sheet will be enough to make the wreath. Be sure to
vary the leaves on each sheet. Fuse to fabrics and cut out leaves.

Background: Square up tan fat quarter to 17-1/2" x 20-1/4".

Border: From brown fat quarter, cut 4 — 3-1/2" x 9-1/4" rectangles
cut 4 — 3-1/2" x 10-1/4" rectangles
From green: cut 8 — 2-1/2" sgs.
From orange-red: cut 12 — 3-1/2" sgs. (4 are for cornerstones and

8 are for use in the border)

Wreath: Prepare the tan background fabric by lightly drawing a 12" circle in the center. At this point, move your
background fabric and leaves, with paper removed, to the ironing board. You will be ready to fuse when
you have the leaves placed.

Borders: 4 — 3-1/2" x 9-1/4" rectangles
4 —3-1/2" sgs. 1=
Sew | square to ends of rectangles as shown in diagram 1. g i
Press down corners. Trim excess fabric from back.
Atrach 3-1/2" sgs. to 3-1/2" x 11-1/4" rectangles in the same manner as before.
Sew: 3-1/2" x 9-1/4" recrangles together where the orange-red triangles meet. Make 2 borders like this.
(Top and bottom berders) Repeat this process for side borders.

Cornerstones: 4 — 3-1/2" sqs. orange-red
8 — 2-1/2" sgs. green
To opposite corners of 3-1/2" sgs, sew.a 2-1/2" square on the diagonal. See diagram 2& 3 Riagrin:2
Press corners down and trim away extra fabric from back.
Attach cornerstones to both ends of top and bettom borders. \

Sew side borders to background fabric, then attach top and bottom borders.

Binding: From 1 fat quarter, you will get enough 2-1/2" strips to bind the wall hanging.
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Backing: If you have carefully cut all pieces for-this project, you will have enough fabric for piecing the back.
Embellishments: Raffia was used to make the bow and acorn buttons were used in the border.

The raffia bow was attached to.the wreath with 2 grommets. The grommets will allow you to remove and
replace the raffia as needed.

Chalkboard Fabric: Use of a pressing sheet is yecommended as this fabric gets very hot. This also needs to be treated before
use; taking a piece of chalk, rub the side all over the fabric, erase, and vepeat vubbing the chalk in the opposite divection.
Trim Slate to measure 17" x 21". Draw a 12" x 16" rectangle, rounding corners slightly on the paper side of fusible
web. Following manufacturer’s directions, fuse to wrong side of Cedar. Cut unit out, center on background and fuse.
Satin stitch with decorative thread around the edges.

Draw a 10" x 14" rectangle, rounding corners slightly on the paper side of fusible web. Fuse this to the wrong side
of chalkboard fabric. Cut out unit, center onto background, and fuse in place. Satin stitch with decorative thread
around the edge.

On paper side of fusible web, draw leaves and ivy. Fuse to the wrong side of Cactus. Place where desired around
chalkboard fabric, and fuse.

Using spray adhesive, layer the quilt top, batting, and backing together. With invisible thread, zig-zag around all
“Ivy” edges. Finish the edges of the quilt with a zig-zag stitch.

Mount in frame.

(Note: Top only is
Supplies: fat quarter friendly)
1- “Essence” Bermuda
1- “Essence” Arctic
I- “BaliRain” Merlot
Batting — 25" square
Backing material — _ yard of “Essence” purple

From Bermuda, cut a 13" circle.

From Blossom, cut two 4 x 18" wide strips; then cut 11 / 60° triangles.

From Arctic, cut two 2-1/2" x 18" strips; then cut into 11 [ 2-1/2" squares. Q
From Merlot, cut eight 1-1/2" x 22" strips; then cut twenty-two 2-1/2" strips, and
twenty-two 4-1/2" strips. Sew the 2-1/2" strips to two opposite sides of the 2-1/2" squares.

Press seams toward the square. Sew the 4-1/2"strips to the remaining two sides of the square.
Square to 4-1/2".

Sew one triangle to one side of each square unit. You now have 11 units which are to be sewn
together to form a circle. Sew the units together with side of each triangle to the side of the
square as shown in the picture below, continuing to form a circle.

Sew pieced circular unit into 13" circle, with right sides together. Clip seams and press seam

away from center circle. Layer with batting and backing. Quilt as desired. Bind with 2-1/2"
binding — you will need 120"



Runner

Supplies: 1 — red far quarter ( apples )
1 — green fat quarter ( leaves )
1 — tan fat quarter ( backing )
2" x2" square brown ( stem )

Stems: Make a copy of template at 200%. Fuse 2" square of brown to fusible web
according to manufacturers directions.
Trace 2 stems on to fusible twice. Cut out on the line.
Leaves: Cut 2 — 8" x 8" square of green. Fuse these two squares together.
Make a copy of template at 200%. Trace leaf design onto green
fabric twice. Cut on the tracing line.

Apples: Make a copy of template at 200%. Trace 2 apple designs onto
red fat quarter. Cut out on the line.

Position apples and backing fabric (right sides together) on top of batting.
Be sure that wrong side of apples are on the top. To ease in sewing the apples,
cut through backing and batting to separate the layers. You will now have an

apple, backing and batting in each pile. Layering in this order is very important.

Sew around each apple with 1/4" seam. Be sure to leave an opening so you can
turn apple right side out. Trim away seam to approximately 1/8". Hand stitch
apple closed and press.

Position stem and fuse in place.

Position leaves and stitch in place by sewing in the veins of the leaf.

Stitch curves into the top of the apple to give some dimension. Use picture
for stitching guideline.

The apples are connected at the bottom by hand stitching them together at
two points. Refer to picture for placement.

Fabric #1 — “Splash” Chamois [ fat quarter
Fabric #2 - “ Bali Rain” Indigo 2 fat quarters

Fabric #3 — * Essence” Spruce 1 fat quarter
Batting — 20" square

Cutting for pieced block:

Fabric #1: Cut 2 — 2 7/8" sgs., cut on diagonal once (4 triangles)
Cut I = 3-1/4" sq., cut on diagonal twice (4 triangles)

Fabric #2: Cut 4 - 2 7/8" sgs., cut on diagonal once.
(8 triangles).

Fabric #3: Cut 1 - 3-1/4" sq., cut on diagonal twice.
(4 rriangles).
Cut 1 - 2-1/2" sq. for block center

With 1/4" seam, sew block together as shown in diagram.

From Fabric #1: Cut 1 - 8-1/2" sq., cut on the diagonal twic
These will be the 4 setting triangles that put
your pieced block on point. Square this block to 9".

From Fabric #2: Cut 2 — 4-1/2" x 9" rectangles. Sew these to top and
bottom of block. Cut 1 —9" x 17" rectangle of fabric 2
and attach to long side of block rectangle.

From Fabric #3: There is enough left for the inside lining of your case.
Layer your block layer, batting and lining and quilt as
desired. Your inside pocket and needle pocket are made
from fabric #1. Cut 1 - 14" x 18" rectangle. Fold in half
to equal 7" x 18"

Place raw edges even with the bottom quilted edge. Pin in place. Lightly

draw a pencil line to determine where your needle pockets will go. Sew

on these lines with matching thread, being sure to backstitch at the top
of the pocket.

Needle pockets are on the right, with one large pocket on the left for

knitting accessories.

Binding: Fabric =2 will yield enough 2-1/2" wide strips for binding.

From Chocolate and Bronze, cut 2 each panels measuring 16-1/2" x 14-1/2".
Cut 2 panels of batting 16-1/2" x 14-1/2".

Layer the panels in the following manner...
Chocolate = right side up
Chocolare — right side down
Batting
Bronze — right side up
Bronze — right side down
Batting

Sew all layers together along one 16-1/2" edge with a 1/2" seam.
Trim batting close to stitching, and press bag open with right sides out.

Cut Dune panel, for pocket, measuring 16-1/2" x 21", and fusible interfacing 16-1/2" x 10-1/2".
Fuse the interfacing to one end of the wrong side of pocket panel. Fold panel in half with right sides out
(will now measure 16-1/2" x 10-1/2").

Place on top of lining side of bag, overlapping the raw edge to the center seam by 1/2". Sew through the center seam
of the bag. Trim; press towards other side of lining, enclosing the seam. Top stitch 17 from center seam through one
outer layer, batting, lining and pocket on end of the bag.

Hint: When sewing on small pockets, stitch with a slight pleat on the bottom of each pocket to create some room
for your items.

Cut Chocolate, for small pocket, 5-1/2" x 8"; cut fusible interfacing 5-1/2" x 4". Fuse interfacing to one end of wrong
side of pocket. Fold in half with right sides together; stitch with 1/2" seam allowance, leaving an opening for
turning. Turn, press, and stitch to opposite lining p;md (stitch nnh' through the lining and l\;llling - be sure to
move the outer layer)

Cur Chocolate, for document pocket, 5-1/2" x 16-1/2"; cut fusible interfacing 5-1/2" x 8-1/2". Fuse interfacing to
one end of wrong side of pocket. Fold in half with right sides together; stitch with 1/2" seam allowance, leaving an
opening for turning. Turn, press, and stitch to opposite lining panel (stitch only through the lining and batting -
be sure to move the outer layer)

From Chocolate, cut 4 handle pieces, cach measuring 1-1/2" x 22 2 pieces 3" x 22" from Eclipse, cut 2 picces,

measuring 1-1/2" x 22", Sew Chocolate strip to Eclipse along 22" edge, then another Chocolate strip to the other
22" edge. Press seams towards one side. Make 2 units. Cut 2 linings from Chocolate, 3" x 22", With right sides

together, layer with batting and sew with 1/2" scam. Turn, press, and topstitch along center scam lines.
Place handles with lining side toward lining of bag, in 3" from each side, being sure not to twist the handle. Zig-zag

along edge for reinforcement.

Fold over the bag lining so that bag is right sides together. Sew the side seams. Turn right side out, bringing up the
outer bag over the batting. Turn the upper edge down 1/2" on both the lining and the outer panel of bag. Top stitch
with a double needle, or two rows of stitching. Turn wrong side out. At each bortom corner, bring the seams
together and sew to form a corner unit for bottom of bag.

Turn right side out and you're ready to travel.
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
